2. File a proposed plan within 15 days, unless the plan was filed with the petition.

3. File a proposed Wage Order, Order for EFT Payments(online banking), or Order
for ACH Payments in compliance with Local Rule 1007(d).

4. File all schedules and the statement of financial affairs within 15 days, unless
these documents were filed with the petition.

5. Attend the 8 341 meeting of creditors as scheduled by the chapter 13 trustee.

6. Attend the debtor education seminar within 45 days.

7. Immediately file all delinquent tax returns.

8. Comply with all Court orders.

Failure to comply with this order is likely to result in a dismissal of this bankruptcy case.

It may also result in a prohibition against the filing of additional bankruptcy cases or a finding
that the debtor(s) are in contempt of court.
