After three years with no quorum, the U.S. Sentencing Commission is operational again.
In April 2023, the Commission voted to promulgate numerous proposed Guidelines
amendments. Absent Congressional action, these amendments will go into effect on November
1,2023. As part of our jobs as federal practitioners we are constantly consulting and advising
our clients on the U.S.S.C. Sentencing Guidelines and how the Guidelines may impact a
potential sentence.
