ORDER ADOPTING AMENDED BANKRUPTCY LOCAL RULE 3003

With the concurrence of the Judicial Council for the Fifth Circuit, and after notice and
opportunity for public comment, the United States District Court adopts Amended Local Rule

3003, effective January 1, 1999 , as follows:

Rule 3003. Timing of proofs of claims and proofs of interest in Chapter 9 and 11.

In Chapter 9 and Chapter 11 cases, unless further extended by the Court for cause shown,
proofs of claims and proofs of interest shall be filed within ninety days after the first date
set for the meeting of creditors under Section 341(a) except that a claim of a
governmental unit shall be timely filed if it is filed before 180 days after the date of the
order for relief.
