As of May 10, 2022, employees and on-site contractors of the U.S. District and Bankruptcy Courts
and Probation/Pretrial Services Office for the Southern District of Texas will no longer be required to
show proof of vaccination or provide proof of approved negative test results twice a week. Unvaccinated
employees and on-site contractors may resume work-related travel.

The district-wide policy for the Southern District of Texas requiring all courthouse employees who
work with venire panels and jurors to be both vaccinated and masked is also discontinued. This policy
will be decided on a division-by-division basis.

This order remains in place, subject to further court order.
