UNLESS THE PARTIES AGREE OTHERWISE, THE COURT MAY CONSIDER EVIDENCE AT THE HEARING AND MAY DECIDE THE MOTION AT THE HEARING.

NOTICE OF FINAL CURE PAYMENT

1.         Based on the Trustee’s records, Debtor(s) have completed all payments to Trustee due under the confirmed plan in this case. Pursuant to the Administrative Procedures for Claims Secured by Real Estate, the Trustee requests an order from the Bankruptcy Court determining that the Debtor(s) have paid in full the amounts required to cure any default (both pre-and post-petition) on identified claims treated under the chapter 13 Plan and that are secured by real property owned in whole or in part by Debtor(s) or the Debtor(s) estate.  If paragraph 3 is checked below, the chapter 13 trustee is also seeking a determination that the claim secured by real property has been paid in full.
